Which other kinds of products, in addition to the primary crops are being produced by your members (e.g. crops for self-sufficiency, marketable crops, animal husbandry)? Are any pesticides and/ or synthetic chemical mineral fertilizers being used in these cultivations? Which kinds of organic fertilizers are being used?





Do you cooperate with any local organisation for organic agriculture?





Is any advisory service available to the members? If so, describe, including the annual frequency of visits to member.





Which kind of training and experience in organic farming do your advisors have?





Does your organisation have own standards for organic production, and if so, are your members familiar with these standards? Please send us a copy of your standards.





Do your members receive any information/ training in standards for organic cultivation or are you planning this? 





Which measures regarding organic farming do you or are you planning to take? (e.g. protective measures against erosion, compost production, planting of shade trees, cultivation of nitrogen fixing leguminosae, biological protection of plants, etc. 





Is there any documentation about external procurement storage and flow of products? 





Do you buy, store or process any conventional products or are you planning the same? If so, is there a strict separation of organic produce, produce in conversion and conventional products or would this separation be possible? If so, how?
